 This evening in 2 Samuel 17, we will see how the wicked plans of man 
to overthrow the kingdom of God, are themselves overthrown by the 
sovereign will of God, typological of the predetermined plan of God for 
the Son to die a substitutionary death for His people at the hands of 
wicked men.

Christ, who continue steadfastly in that faith, who are members of 
good standing in a particular disciplined and Bible believing 
manifestation of His Church, and who, in accordance with the 
Scriptures, have duly examined their hearts before the Lord.
