This morning, in Isaiah 42:10-17, we will learn to sing with renewed wonder and praise 
as that portion of worship that reflects a deepening understanding of the mighty 
salvation God has wrought, in sending His only begotten Son to be our Redeemer. 
 
This evening in Mark 10:1-12, we will consider the hardness of heart that seeks a way 
out of covenant commitment in marriage rather than obedience to God’s original 
design, and yet the grace of God in Christ that mends the broken heart with His 
everlasting love and compassion.
